 Notice the three exhortations Hebrews 10:19-25 in the diagram 

below: 

10:22—Let us draw near 
10:23—Let us hold fast 
10:24—Let us consider/stir one another up 

  10:25—not forsaking the assemblying together           NIV translates   
  10:25—but encouraging one another                          these as “Let us…” 
 

The New International Version of the Bible translates the two 
participles (“assemblying” and “encouraging”) as exhortations “Let us.”  
Probably more accurately is to view the “assemblying” and 
“encouraging” as explanatory participles. This means that they further 
explain how to stir one another up. 

 

If you think about it, this makes perfect sense. How do we stir 
one another up to love and good works? The writer of Hebrews says it is 
done in two ways: by not neglecting the assembly together, and by          
encouraging one another. We need each other to go forward in our 
Christian journey of love and good deeds. 

 

Think of how powerful the assemblying together is as a             
one-to-one context where we can encourage one another onward in 
love and good deeds. Too often in the past we narrowed the view of the             
assembly as a mark of faithfulness. Faithful Christians attend the          
assembly, and unfaithful Christians do not. The writer of Hebrews is not 
that simplistic, nor narrow in his view of the Christian fellowship. 

 

The writer of Hebrews in this paragraph (Hebrews 10:19-25) 
finds it necessary to use 3 exhortations that go to the heart of healthy 
fellowship: Let us draw near to God, Let us hold fast to the unwavering 
profession of our hope, and Let us stir one another up. 

 

I would say that the assemblying together of brothers and sisters 
in Christ enables us to uniquely experience these three things. 

 

¶ We draw near to the presence of God in a unique way. 
¶ We hold fast  to the unwavering profession of our hope in a 

unique way. 
¶ We stir one another up to love and good works in a unique 

way. 
 

Therefore, Let us not forsake the assemblying together, as some 
are in the habit of doing, but let us encourage one another!
