 1. Some translations have ñinò one Spirit. The Holy 
Spirit is the influence, instrument by which, and         
avenue through which we are all baptized. 

2.  The unity of the Spiritôs person effectively creates us 
as ñone body.ò This oneness of body is at the heart of 
the churchôs identity. 

3. This body is blind to ethnic and economic                
distinctions. Only the Spirit of God can do something 
like this. Our human tendency is to size people up and 
make prejudicial judgments based on these very            
criteria.  

4.  Not only does the Spirit create us into one body, but 
the Spirit itself becomes the very life giving water for 
our thirsty souls.  

So this giftedness of the Spirit works in several different       
directions at once. There is the gift of bonded-ness in one 
body. There is the gift of blindness to earthly distinctions. 
And, there is the gift of spiritual drink for our soulsô survival. 

 

As Christians we are all baptized in the Spirit.  The Spirit in 
our daily lives is a gracious gift of God. We are bonded         
together in oneness because of the work of the Spirit. We are 
blind to each otherôs ethnic and economic background. And 
the Spirit is the source of living water for us to drink from 
daily to quench the inner thirst of our souls.
