There are several reasons that a church needs to be exposed
to the Christian Devotional Classics.

Second, it helps us appreciate how the faith was transmitted from
one generation to the next. Third, we can see the extreme sacrifices
made by men and women who professed faith in Jesus at the peril
of their own lives. Fourth, it helps us to be keenly aware how
people approached their faith differently and that diversity has
been one of the hallmarks of Christian spiritual maturity.

This type of study keeps the church rooted. We did not
arrive here with a rootless faith. It has a biblical and human history
